CALL TO ORDER - PRESIDENT'S REPORT   President Dodge called the meeting to order at 6:33 pm and declared a quorum present for the transaction of business.  

 MINUTES The minutes of the meeting held August 2, 2006 were reviewed. On motion duly made, seconded and passed, the minutes were approved as presented.  
 HOMEOWNER COMMENTS    Jorge Sanchez was present and asked about delinquencies and the status of the Association's budget.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS   

 

Design Review – Ron Turner reported receiving two applications:

· 11502 Grape Street - Replacing some sod areas with other landscaping material including rocks, trees and bushes.  The request was approved as submitted.

· 5230 E. 115th Avenue - Widening the driveway by 8.5 feet..  This request was approved as submitted. 


Social   Tia Loera reported that a homeowner had suggested a kids pumpkin-carving contest for Halloween.  The Board considered the idea and authorized up to $450 for a costume contest on Halloween afternoon for the neighborhood children.  Tia will prepare flyers for distribution.

            Newsletter  There was no report.

FINANCIAL REPORTS   The July and August financial reports were reviewed.  Receipts were for the two months were about $4,300 less than disbursements and the ending balance of the operating account was -$2,094.  The reserve account held $86,980.  The Net Operating Income at the end of August was about $2,364 less than budgeted.  the $2,000 for the block party and the high water bills caused the over-budget condition.  The Board reviewed delinquencies and disbursements.  Delinquencies were $1,959, down from $3,723 last month. All accounts over three months delinquency are at the attorneys for collection.   On a motion made, seconded and unanimously carried the July and August 2006 financial statements were accepted.  Jeff reported not being able to find check #1225 and the Board authorized its replacement.

MANAGING AGENT’S REPORT  Western States reported on:

· Scheduling the annual meeting for the Cherry Street School room on Wednesday, November 8th.   

· The 2006-2007 snow removal contract from CoCal has not been received.

· Proposals for landscaping by the new Holly/116th sign and installing the replacement tree were on hold due to city water restrictions and planting ban.

· The new contract with CoCal has been signed.  A new representative from CoCal was appointed.

· The dog issue at 5093 E. 116th Dr.  has been resolved because the tenant has moved out.

· The backyard landscape violation at 11569 Hudson Street has been resolved but the fines remain uncollected.  

· The DRC Guidelines need to be amended to include installations of window air conditioners and roof-top solar panels.

 

CONTRACT REVIEW  None were up for review except the snow removal contract.
 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

None was brought up for consideration.

NEW BUSINESS   

-On motion by Charlie Dodge, seconded by Clyde Lundeen and duly passed, the Board adopted a $62,330 budget for 2007 that includes no increase in maintenance fees but a $6,900 reduction in the amount transferred to reserves.  

-WSPS was asked to prepare suggested language for the DRC guidelines on window air conditioners and solar panels for the Board to consider.

-The Board reviewed a letter from the owner of 11538 Hudson asking for waiver of a fine for not maintaining his lawn.  He stated that he had recently purchased the property, had not received early notices as his mailing address was not registered with the Association and watering restrictions from the City of Thornton had hampered his efforts.  On motion by Jeff Bowman, seconded by Charlie Dodge and duly passed, the fine was waived.

-The Board reviewed a request from the owner of 11533 Dahlia to waive collection charges in the amount of $62.50.  On motion by Charlie Dodge, seconded by Tia Loera and duly passed, the request was denied.

-The Board reviewed a request from the owners of 5105 E. 116th Place, to extend the time for submitting plans for a hot tub and screen installation.  On motion by Charlie Dodge, seconded by Ron Turner and duly passed, the owners were granted an extension to Friday, October 13, 2006 to provide the DRC with a properly filled out application for the hot tub and screen or they would be in violation and would be required to remove the installation.

Adjournment There being no further business, the meeting was declared adjourned at 7:40 PM.  The next meeting will beimmediately following the Annual Meeting on November 8, 2006 at the Cherry Drive School, Thornton, Co. prior to the annual meeting.
