FINANCIAL REPORTS   The September financial reports were reviewed.  Receipts were about $1,500 less than disbursements and the ending balance of the operating account was -$-3,176.29.  The reserve account was $88,694.38.  The Net Operating Income at the end of August was about $1,100 over budgeted. The Board reviewed delinquencies and disbursements.  Delinquencies were $2,634.34 up from $1,959 last month. All accounts over three months delinquency are at the attorneys for collection.
