CALL TO ORDER – President, Frank Stump called the meeting to order at 6:30 and declared a quorum was present.

HOMEOWNER FORUM

Emerald Isle Landscaping – Daniel came with the newsletter for Nott’s Landing.  Items that were discussed or reviewed were:  1) the dead tree along 116th & Holly will be replaced.  2) will fertilize trees along Holly and in the parks.  4) will request a 3 x year proposal thru True Green for fertilizing.  Proposals were provided for redress along Holly, replace tree not warranted along Holly olly, and spring flowers.  6) On a motion made by Clyde, seconded by Ron and unanimously carried to approve the “Area Flowerbeds” in the amount of $1,750 as presented.  7) On a motion Clyde made, seconded by Sarah and unanimously carried to approve the “remove dead ash tree on Holly, replace with new 2 inch ash” in the amount of $455.00.

Design Review – Frank reported that he has received several requests for painting.  A review of the suggested “draft letter” was made.   This letter contains procedures to follow for submitting color samples, garage door requirements and other useful info.  Updated and approved to be sent out ASAP.  The board will work on standardized colors that will not need prior approval.

NEW BUSINESS  

2010 Income Tax – a copy of the extension was included in the packet.
Electrical Proposal, Holly Street – A proposal was received from Radiant Lighting for new electric to be installed for the 116th & Holly sign and for along Holly for use with Holiday Lighting.  After a review of the proposal a motion was made by Clyde, seconded by Ron, and unanimously carried to approve this proposal in the amount of $5,094.95.  In addition the Board has requested that more outlets be installed along Holly Street.

Pool Survey – discussion to add in survey.

Emerald Isle Landscape - Two options for a proposal to top dress the area along Holly after the electrical is completed were reviewed.  The Board liked the one with the white cobble, like the community to the north.  On a motion made by Clyde, seconded by Ron and unanimously carried to approve the option proposed for the white cobble in the amount $7,778.00.
ACH Payments – On a motion made by Sarah, seconded by Traci and unanimously approved to set up Excel and WSPS on ACH payments.
VIOLATIONS AND CORRESPONDENCE – A review of the correspondence and violation logs that were in the packets was made.
5233 E 115th Avenue - a letter was received regarding the non-painting of the unapproved paint color\pattern of the garage.  The Board confirmed they want the garage door painted the same color as the body of the house, and to issue a fine.
