CALL TO ORDER – President, Frank Stump called the meeting to order at 6:35 and declared a quorum was present.

HOMEOWNER FORUM

Homeowners: - Christan McArthur and both tenants voiced their opposition to the Violation of parking an Applewood Plumbing Truck on the street in front of their home.  Original violation was sent February 25, 2011 and $25.00 Fine on March 28, 2011.  Homeowner claimed there were pickup trucks that were larger in the community.  He requested Board to remove fine and late fees and allow his tenant’s to keep the truck there.
Emerald Isle Landscaping – Daniel came with the newsletter for Nott’s Landing.  He reported that there have been problems with runoff and one owner had a sprinkler leak from the homes that back to Holly.  A tree care program was presented with itemized proposals.  On a motion made by John seconded by Traci and unanimously carried to approve the selections of services for a cost of $1,805.00 for the year.

Hearing 5511 E 116th Ave, Applewood Plumbing Truck – After some discussion a motion was made by Ron, seconded by John and unanimously carried to advise Mr. McAarthur:  Extend to July 31, 2011 for your tenants to remedy the parking of the Applewood Plumbing truck with his employer.  Until July 31, 2011 the parking of this truck MUST be in the driveway after July 31, 2011 the commercial truck can no longer be parked in the Nott’s Landing Community.  The fine was not waived.  If in compliance and the fine paid by July 31, 2011, the late fees will be waived.
