What is a Code Violation?


RVs, Trailers and Motor Homes





RVs, trailers and motor homes may only be parked on the street when actively loading or unloading the vehicle, However, three-day permits are available no charge twice each calendar year.  Permits are available at the building inspection counter located in the City Development building, 9500 Civic Center Drive (facing Sam’s club). A copy of the registration for the recreational vehicle, motor home or trailer is required at the time of application.


This was taken directly from the Cities Ordinances; it is not just the association’s rules and regulations.  We have had complaints about neighbors extending the rule. Thank you.
